It is an honor to represent Maine in the United States Senate.  I am grateful for the trust the people of our State have 
placed in me and welcome this opportunity to share some key accomplishments from 2015.   

 
Growing the economy by encouraging job creation was and remains my top priority.  The tax-relief bill signed into 

law at the close of last year contains three key provisions I authored to help foster job creation and provide small 
businesses with the certainty they need to invest, grow, and, most important, hire new workers.  Another provision I 
authored that became law last year gives a boost to both Maine’s economy and traffic safety.  This provision permanently 
changed the federal law that previously had forced the heaviest trucks onto our country roads and downtown streets, rather 
than allowing them to use Maine’s federal Interstates.  In addition, I was glad to help secure another significant award for 
the University of Maine’s deepwater offshore wind initiative, which has the potential to advance an emerging industry and 
create thousands of good jobs in our state.   

  
 Maine’s historic contributions to our nation’s defense must continue.  In 2015, I secured funding toward a much-

needed additional Navy destroyer, likely to be built at Bath Iron Works.  Modernization projects at the Portsmouth Naval 
Shipyard that I have long advocated for were also completed, as were projects for the Maine National Guard.   

 
I was also deeply involved in crafting the new education reform law to better empower states and communities in 

setting educational policy for their students.  The law also extends a program I co-authored that provides additional 
assistance to rural schools, which has greatly benefitted our state.  A $250 tax deduction I authored in 2002 for teachers 
who spend their own money on classroom supplies was also made permanent last year. 

 
As a result of a scientific evaluation of the nutritional value of potatoes required by a law that I wrote, the wholesome 

fresh potato finally was included in the federal WIC nutrition program.  I also worked on other issues important to 
Maine’s farmers and growers, including research on wild blueberries and pollinating bees. 

 
As Chairman of the Housing Appropriations Subcommittee, I have made combating veterans’ homelessness a 

priority.  This year’s housing funding law includes $60 million for 8,000 new supportive housing vouchers for homeless 
veterans.  Since this program began in 2008, the number of homeless veterans nationwide has dropped by one third. 
Maine has received nearly 200 vouchers to support homeless veterans. 

 
Last year, I became Chairman of the Senate Aging Committee.  My top three priorities for the committee are 

retirement security, investing more in biomedical research, and fighting fraud and financial abuses targeting our nation’s 
seniors.  I advocated for the $2 billion increase in funding for the National Institutes of Health to advance research on 
such diseases as diabetes and Alzheimer’s.  The Senate also unanimously passed my bill to support family caregivers.  
The Aging Committee’s toll-free hotline (1-855-303-9470) makes it easier for senior citizens to report suspected fraud 
and receive assistance and has already received more than 1,000 calls. 

 
A Maine value that always guides me is our unsurpassed work ethic.  As 2015 ended, I cast my 6,072nd consecutive 

vote, continuing my record of never missing a roll-call vote since my Senate service began in 1997. 
 
I appreciate the opportunity to serve Norridgewock and Maine in the United States Senate.  If ever I can be of

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BOARD OF SELECTMEN & TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT
It is with great pleasure that I submit the following report on behalf of the Board of Selectmen 

and myself for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2015. 

In 2015 we continued with various road projects such as Wellman Paving overlaying a portion of 
Winding Hill Road, 2,300 feet for $49,001.  N. F. Luce completed Phase II of the Bigelow Hill Road 
reconstruction project, 7,748 feet (1.46) miles for $691,821, both years combined.  A portion of Upper 
Main Street was reconstructed by F.C. Work & Sons, 1,495 feet for $221,959 to accommodate water 
displacement from the new Fire Station and existing poor drainage issues.  The first speed hump in 
Norridgewock was also installed on Upper Main Street in an attempt to slow down traffic in this busy 
residential area. 

The New Fire Station on Upper Main Street was constructed by Blane Casey Building 
Contractor, Inc. for a total construction cost of $938,649.  The town took possession of the building on 
January 3, 2016.  This station will meet the needs of the Fire Department for years to come.  Ideas and 
suggestions on what to do with the old station are always welcome. 

 This past summer we were able to partner our Public Works Department with the State of Maine 
Department of Transportation, Somerset County’s Sheriff’s Office, Somerset County Department of 
Corrections, and Waste Management.  This unique multi-level government and private sector 
collaboration allowed for six lane miles of trash to be removed from Route 201A starting at the new 
bridge extending to the Father Rasle Road. 

 The Central Maine Regional Airport hosted a successful Fly-In in August which provided 
fireworks for the first time in six years.  FAA and State of Maine grants allowed for a new rotating 
beacon to be installed in October and a new piece of snow removal equipment should be received in 
2016. 

 A new boat dock was installed at Oosoola Park, along with new wood chips at the playground. 

The Town Office had new shingles installed and the office began accepting credit cards.  
Residents of Norridgewock are now able to re-register their vehicle and boats online.  Just follow the link 
on our website. 

Keeping property taxes down is always a top priority.  We are constantly looking for new and 
improved ways to keep taxes down while maintaining exceptional services. As the State of Maine 
continues to cut Municipal Revenue Sharing and impose unfunded mandates, the task of keeping property 
taxes down is becoming more difficult.  Please remember that if Norridgewock is your primary residence, 
you are entitled to a Homestead Exemption, which for the 2015 tax year saved residents $151.94.  This 
shows as a $7,100.00 exemption on your 2015 tax bill.  Please contact the Town Office for details on how 
you can file for this or other exemptions to potentially save money on your taxes. 

At the back of this book, the spreadsheets that were used by the Board of Selectmen and Budget 
Committee throughout this year’s budgeting process are available.  These spreadsheets provide in-depth 
information about how the Town spends the funds appropriated by you at Town Meeting and show how 
the dollar amounts for the 2016 Town Meeting were calculated.  Please remember that the Town does not 
“line item appropriate” and that the individual line items are used for monitoring and projecting needs.

Like us on Facebook and visit the Town’s website for information on what’s happening in Town 
government.  www.townofnorridgewock.com. On occasion, the Board of Selectmen will liquidate 
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property that the town is no longer in need of. This property is put out to bid and posted on the town 
website. Check out our pages often! 

We encourage you to attend the Board of Selectmen’s meetings on the 1st and 3rd Wednesday of 
each month at 6:00 pm.  As always, we welcome your ideas and comments.   

It has been my great pleasure to serve as the Town of Norridgewock’s Town Manager for the past 
seven years and I will always be proud of the very many things that were accomplished during that time.  
I would like to welcome Richard LaBelle as the new Town Manager and wish him the best of luck with 
all of Norridgewock’s future endeavors. 

We would like to thank all of the Town’s personnel and the many volunteers that dedicate their 
time to enhance our community.  We look forward to the coming year and hope that you will take an 
interest in working with us toward a bright future.

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PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT 

The Town of Norridgewock’s Public Works Department has been very busy this 
past year. Mother Nature provided us with an early start to the winter season with a snow 
storm on November 2, 2014. We had 27 storm events. A lot of these events were ice 
related.

Spring was eagerly welcomed. We would like to thank all who help with the 
spring cleanup. We know snowplows make a mess of property owner’s lawns. We had a 
combined effort on roadside trash with Waste Management and Somerset Sheriff’s 
Department on Route 201-A. Inmates gathered a dump truck load of trash and debris. We 
would like to remind property owners to secure your load on your way to the Transfer 
Station to help keep Norridgewock clean.  

We have been mowing roadsides twice a year with a new machine and have seen a 
noticeable improvement in keeping growth away from roadways. Please keep ditches and 
culverts free of debris and snow.

We were very busy again this year during the construction season with the Upper 
Main Street drainage and overlay project as well as finishing the Phase II Bigelow Hill 
Project. Approximately 1,800 ft. of overlay on Winding Hill Road, as well as numerous 
reshaping ditches and culvert installations, and other small projects around Town were 
completed.  

Oosoola Park had a new dock installed and new woodchips around the playground 
for safer play area.  

We would like to take this opportunity to remind residents to be cautious of 
placing objects within the roadside ditch line, also known as the Town’s right of way; this 
includes mailboxes. Please be sure to contact us if you have any questions regarding 
mailbox placement. Leaves raked into ditches and snow plowed across or into the road 
has detrimental effects on the efficiency of our road system. Blocked culverts lead to 
wash-outs and expensive repairs. 

Maine Law is as follows: 29-A, Protection of Ways, §2396. Certain substances 
on public ways. 4. Snow. A person may not place and allow to remain on a public way 
snow or slush that has not accumulated there naturally.

Plowing, snow blowing, or shoveling snow into the road right of way is illegal and 
could result in a fine of not less than $250.00. This practice creates a traveling hazard to 
other motorist and additional clean-up costs. 

We had an all new Summer Crew this year and with training; they did a great job. 
We hope to see them back again next year. 
 We would like to thank the Norridgewock residents, Selectmen, Town Manager, 
and Town Staff for their support and wish you a safe year.

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CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER REPORT                              
 Norridgewock is the crossroads for many of the surrounding communities. This central 
location offers opportunities, which in the year of 2015 saw renewed growth. The construction of 
a Dunkin Donuts (to open early 2016), the expanded service of Everett's Tire, the remodeling of 
the old video store into a real estate office, the modernization of Oosoola Variety fuel pumps, 
along with the long-established downtown stores and restaurants is a forward step in the 
revitalization of the community. 
 The Site Plan Review Ordinance, updated in March 2015, brought the commercial and 
residential building activities into a defined structure which offers a clarified review process. 
Any commercial activity comes through the Code Enforcement Department for initial processing 
and review procedure. The Code Enforcement Officer works with the Planning Board on all 
commercial projects 2,500 ft2 and over. The Code Officer reviews and permits those structures 
under 2,500 ft2.

 All other construction, including residential, homes, garages, out buildings, sheds, etc. 
require a permit and is processed completely through the Code Office. Seventy-eight (78) 
permits for construction were reviewed/ issued in 2015 of those five (5) were commercial of less 
than 2,500 ft2. Fifteen (15) plumbing permits were issued for septic systems and twenty-seven 
(27) for other plumbing. All plumbing requires a permit; contact the Code Office before starting 
any plumbing. All plumbing permits require inspection. 
 Please understand that when a permit is required and not obtained, legal action can be 
brought and substantial monetary penalties may result. It is not the objective of this office to 
collect fines, but to issue permits. If in doubt, contact the Code office for more information. 
 The Code Department is continuing the work of eliminating junkyard violations. To 
operate a junkyard, a permit is required annually. Junkyards are not only junk/unregistered 
vehicles, but include any area which meets the State description of a junkyard. Consent 
agreements may be issued which will give reasonable time to clean up a site which is in violation 
of the junkyard statutes. 
 The Code Office will be working closely with the Town Manager, the Planning Board 
and the Board of Selectmen to remove illegal junkyards. Legal action will be brought against 
those who refuse to clean up a junk area or obtain a permit, if applicable. 
 The Code Officer is also the State Certified Local Health Officer and has investigated ten 
(10) health complaints in 2015. 
 Another area of concern, due to safety, is dangerous buildings. The Code Department will 
be notifying the owners and working to remove them. The Code Department works with the 
Assessor to assure that all construction has been reviewed for tax purposes. If something is not 
being taxed when it should be, other taxpayers are making up for that loss. 
 If you have any questions about permits, health regulations, plumbing, or other matters, 
contact the Code Department. If you question or concern is not in the Department’s jurisdiction, 
every effort will be made to help find the proper contact for your solution. 
 Office hours are Tuesdays 9 am to 4 pm and Thursdays 9 am to 6 pm. Other hours are by 
appointment, when necessary.

NORRIDGEWOCK WASTE WATER TREATMENT FACILITY

 After the years of outhouses, straight pipes to the river and running raw sewerage into our 
back yards, the Town of Norridgewock built a modern waste water treatment facility some 20 
years ago.  That was a big step for the town at the time and a very important one for obvious 
reasons.  Now the Sewer Commissioners are working to have an engineering firm examine our 
treatment plant to see if upgrades are needed and to develop a reasonable maintenance plan.  At 
this time some of our treatment plant systems are becoming outdated and may need attention for 
improvement.  In the event that there would be major expenses involved in upgrading the sewer 
treatment plant we would seek out any and all available grants to help us with those expenses. 

 We have continued to closely watch over our budget and expenses so that the user rates 
would not go out of sight.  Some of the things that sewer users can do to help keep user fees 
down are to keep “handy wipes & baby wipes” out of the sewer system, do not run sump pumps 
into the system, and pay your sewer bills when due.  This is not a complete list, but some of the 
important ones.  Where we run a tight budget we need people to pay their bill on time and those 
that do not cost us all extra expenses that is why we are putting liens on the property of 
delinquent rate payers.  Out of necessity, we may have to increase user fees in 2016 in order to 
have a balanced budget but if, when, or how much has yet to be determined. 

 Currently we are fortunate to have a quality Sewer Plant Operator that works hard to keep 
our entire sewer system running smoothly and takes his job seriously.  Thank you, Heinz 
Gossman.  You also have 5 Sewer Commissioners that work to keep all that’s done in line with 
the sewer ordinances and state rules and regulations.  The Town Manager is the Sewer 
Administrator for the day to day oversight of operations.

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CENTRAL MAINE REGIONAL AIRPORT REPORT 
 After suspending the annual Fly-In and Family Fun Fest at the airport due to construction 
over the past few years, the airport hosted the event again in August of 2015. Approximately 40 
aircraft participated along with many from the community who came out to take airplane and 
helicopter rides, view the aircraft and participate in other events. We are planning to continue 
this tradition which is designed to encourage family fun and aviation related events for the local 
community. 

 The State Police continued to rent the airport periodically in order to provide driver 
training for their troopers and cadets throughout the year. Also, a State of Maine warden pilot is 
based at Central Maine Regional Airport. There have been frequent visits from the Civil Air 
Patrol, Forest Service and Homeland Security. 

 There have been several new aircrafts based at the Airport. The airport currently has 55 
hangers that are privately owned and there are still areas available for more hangers to be built. 
Both Aircraft and Hangar Owners pay taxes to the town directly now that the State has 
transferred aircraft registration taxes to the towns. Student Pilot instruction and a flying club, 
along with private aircraft owners, operate from the airport regularly throughout the year. 

 Fuel sales of Aviation Fuel and 91 Octane Ethanol Free fuel have risen this year due to 
several factors, including a drop in fuel prices. The Ethanol Free fuel sales to local residents 
outside of the airport have been more frequent this year due to the detrimental effects of Ethanol 
fuel on small engines, boats, ATVs, etc.  91 Octane Ethanol Free fuel is only supplied to the 
airport May through October and supplies may be limited at times. The airport pioneered 
acquiring this fuel in 2009 and it is only available in a very few places around the state.  This has 
become very popular for local residents.  

 This year a new rotating beacon was installed.  The beacon was installed on a tilt down 
pole which allows for easier maintenance. Airport maintenance staff can now service the beacon 
themselves without contracting this service out. The beacon was paid for by FAA grants, airport 
funds, and DOT contributions.

NORRIDGEWOCK FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT 

 The Norridgewock Fire Department would like to thank the community, business owners, 
mutual aid towns, Mercer C.E.R.T, Town of Norridgewock employees, along with our 
Firefighter families for their continuous support throughout the past year. The Department 
currently holds a roster of 20 volunteer firefighters. If you're interested in becoming volunteer, 
please contact the Town Office or see Chief Jones at Dave’s Service on Wade Street for more 
information. 
 Construction started on May 15, 2015 to build a new fire station located at 22 Upper 
Main Street. The Fire Department moved in on January 3, 2016. An open house will be held at 
some time for all to see. After 56 years at the 70 Main Street location, it is nice to move into a 
more spacious, up-to-date building that has doubled in size from the old fire station. 
 Alternate heating in Maine is second nature to most residents as well as being very 
efficient and economical in our homes today. Before installing that wood or pellet stove, be sure 
you have a professional install it and if not the case, be sure you abide by the manufacture's 
recommended installation instructions. For your family's safety, you should have a professional 
inspect your installation.  As always, dispose of the ashes appropriately. Refer to your 
homeowner's insurance company and/or the Maine Fire Marshall's Office for assistance on wood 
stove installation. If looking for someone to clean your chimney, we keep a list of reputable 
chimney sweeps in the area at the fire station. For your self-help, there is a brush kept at Dave’s 
Service to be checked out free of charge. 
 Carbon Monoxide (CO) is always on our minds with weather and loss of electrical 
power. So please heed to CO! You cannot see it, taste it, or smell it, as it's called the SILENT 
KILLER. Please, if you lose your electrical power and run a generator or any other internal 
combustible engine, PLEASE operate it OUTSIDE and not inside your home, garage, or cellar. 
Be sure the generator is properly installed by professionals. Also do your family a favor and 
purchase a carbon monoxide detector for that peace of mind. It could save your life! If you think 
you may have CO in your home, EVACUTE immediately and call 911! Some of the symptoms 
may be nausea, fatigue, dizziness, or headaches.  
 Sadly, Maine finished the year with 19 fire deaths. That's down from 25 last year but 
higher than the all-time low of nine fire deaths in 2010.  Be sure you have good working smoke 
detector, no older than 10 years to include fresh batteries, changed at the time you change the 
clocks. Let’s bring these numbers down to zero with education utilizing our Fire Safety House in 
our schools to start! 
 As always, we want to stress the importance of dialing 911 instead of any other non-
emergency number. Our Department is not staffed at the station on a regular basis so it is 
imperative for everyone to call the emergency phone line at 911 to expeditiously start the 
emergency services in the quickest means possible.  
 Our non-emergency number is 634-2208 and you can also call the non-emergency 
Somerset Communications Center phone number at 474-6386. If you wish to speak to a 
firefighter or need a burn permit during normal business hours, please contact Chief Jones at 
634-3330, call the Town Office at 634-2252, or the towns’ website at 
www.townofnorridgewock.com under the Fire Department link for more options.

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KENNEBEC REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY 

The Staff, General Assembly, and the 24 member communities of the Kennebec Regional Development Authority 
are pleased to present this annual report for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2015. 

Financial Overview 
At fiscal year-end 2014-2015, KRDA’s government funds reported a positive fund balance (equity) of $127,648, an 
improvement of $335,381 from the previous fiscal year.  This is the first positive fund balance since 2001.  Annual 
revenue distributions, to member communities totaled $227,344.  We reduced our long term debt principal by 
$377,317.  This included paying off the loan balance with Camden National Bank, in the amount of 139,733.  This 
was an unbudgeted expenditure (taking advantage of unanticipated revenues) which resulted in the annual 
expenditures exceeding revenues.  We are still on target to pay off our long term debt in fiscal year ending June 30, 
2021.  The total long-term debt for the organization stands at approximately $1,222,034.  For investments, we have 
2 CD’s and a money market account at the Maine State Credit Union totaling $203,796; a savings account with TD 
Bank totaling $242,681 and; a CD with Skowhegan National Bank totaling $187,898.  These cash allocations 
represent designated funds toward a small operating reserve, and a growing infrastructure reserve.  These funds 
could be used for future capital expenditures should the KRDA membership so decide at some point in the future.  
We project adequate cash flow for operations and debt service through the coming fiscal year without additional 
borrowing or increases in the municipal assessments which have remain unchanged since 2007. 

Operations Overview 
During FY 2014-2015, the organization began executing a long term operational plan for the development of the 
existing serviced lots on the park.   The first phase – and main effort – of this plan, is to address the demand side of 
the park.   The operating budget increased the marketing effort in order to “establish credibility with investment 
attraction.”  The intent is to triple the marketing effort, over an 18 month window beginning in January 2015, and 
establish a greater density of leads, through our networking activities.  Once this phase is completed, the 
operational plan will focus on addressing the supply side of the park – to incentivize developers to FirstPark both 
operationally and financially.  Through this process, we hope to develop the remaining serviced lots (which total 
seven) by the time the debt service is paid off.  If we are successful in this effort, this will help with the on-going 
effort to eventually position the KRDA so that it can operate independently at or about the time the existing long 
term debt is paid off.  The organization will be actively exploring, identifying and securing additional forms of 
revenue to place the organization in a position to compete with other regions in the US and beyond.   

From the Director’s Desk….
The services of our lead generator, Research Consulting International (Montreal, Canada), have been exceptional in 
support of our networking approach.  Their process placed us in front of thirty senior level decision makers of firms 
to tell our story about the competitive advantages of Central Maine.   During the Fiscal Year, we had three firms 
achieve red carpet status – have followed up on our invitation – to see the value Central Maine has to offer.  One 
firm has incorporated in the state, with plans to locate at FirstPark, when they ready to move over the border from 
Canada.  The other two remain in play. 

We have focused all of our networking efforts in Canada – from Halifax to Toronto.   This effort has been 
financially supported with a grant from the Maine International Trade Center, in the amount of $44,500.  This grant 
is to reimburse some of our travel expenses through December 2017.  Central Maine has a competitive value in 
these Canadian markets.  We have intentionally targeted small emerging firms, which are planning their first 
phased expansion into the US.  Supporting this effort, we have built a technical assistance team – from accounting 
to visas – to help hand hold these firms into our region.  I intend to explore additional relationships with developers, 
some of whom may provide build out solutions for these forthcoming leads into FirstPark.  Finally, I am scheduling 
my attendance at selectmen’s/council meetings, to listen and inform.
